By-law 13 	FLOOR COVERINGS

13.1      An Owner of a Lot must ensure that all floor space within the Lot is covered or otherwise treated to an extent sufficient to prevent the transmission from the floor space of noise likely to disturb the peaceful enjoyment of the Owner or Occupier of another Lot, and in particular will have to install such underlays or sound proofing that is in accordance with the acoustic code specified in the special by-law referred to in 13.3(a).
13.2  This by-law does not apply to floor space comprising a kitchen, laundry, lavatory or bathroom.

13.3  An Owner of any Lot wishing to replace any soft or hard surface with any hard surface before proceeding with works must;
a) agree to abide by Special By-law 22,  
b) make application to the Committee for consideration, 
c) receive approval from the Owners Corporation, and
d) give Strata Committee and Building Manager notice of works start date a minimum of 7 days in advance.

SPECIAL BY-LAW 22     HARD FLOORING WORKS 

If your proposed building works involve removing any soft or hard surface and replacing that with any hard surface (hard flooring works), you must comply with the following:

(a) You must ensure that all floor space within the lot, excluding the floor space comprising a kitchen, laundry, lavatory, bathroom or balcony which is wholly superimposed over any such floor space in another Lot, or floor space in a lot which is wholly superimposed over non-habitable space, is covered or otherwise treated to an extent sufficient to prevent the transmission from the floor space, of noise likely to disturb the peaceful enjoyment of the owner or occupier of another lot;

(b) You must ensure that the acoustic performance standard measured in situ for any such floor finish (including insulation) achieves a minimum of a Five Star rating in accordance with the 2017 Association of Australian Acoustical Consultants Guideline for Apartment and Townhouse Acoustic Rating.

(c)  Before carrying out any flooring works, you must at your expense provide to the Owners Corporation evidence to the reasonable satisfaction of the Owners Corporation that the flooring products you wish to install will achieve the acoustic performance standard referred to in Clause b); and

(d) After carrying out the flooring works you must at your expense provide to the Owners Corporation evidence to the reasonable satisfaction of the Owners Corporation that the products used in the flooring works were duly installed in accordance with the methods and specifications for installation of those products that were the subject of the evidence referred to in clause (c).
