1. All work is to be carried out in accordance with the requirements of the current Building Code of Australia.
2. Owner must ensure that the works are undertaken in a proper and skilful manner using premium quality and appropriate materials. 
3. Owner must ensure that the works proceed in an orderly and prompt manner, and without unreasonable delay other than delay occurring for reasons beyond the control of the Owner. 
4. In respect to bath, laundry and kitchen areas, the specification for the sealing and waterproofing of a floor, shower and/or bathroom is to be in accordance with Australian Standard 3740 and appendix for wall/floor combinations. 
5. Please note in respect to bath, laundry and kitchen areas, the proposed contractor must also confirm at that time that the benefit of all warranties relating to waterproofing will be submitted to this office and nominate the Owners Corporation as the beneficiary of the warranty. 
6. A copy of the final invoice which shows the total cost of repairs or replacement of the kitchen, laundry or bathroom is to be lodged with this office. This information is required for insurance disclosure purposes. 
7. Prior to commencement of the works, the Owner must provide to the Building Manager and this office in writing not less than 7 days’ notice in advance of works the time and date of commencement of the work, the hours of work, its expected duration, the expected periods of disruptive noise and disturbance of services to the building, and other details that the Strata Committee may reasonably require the Owner to provide. 
8. Prior to commencement of the works in respect to bath and kitchen areas, the Owner must insert stopcocks on the hot/cold water main risers (if they are not already in place) by a licensed plumber. 
9. The Owner is responsible for any cost the Owners Corporation may incur repairing damage to Common Property and services or another Lot as a result of the alterations and renovation work. 
10. The Owner is responsible for any cost arising from a workman or tradesman  activating the fire alarm as a result of work performed including callout costs of the fire brigade or other emergency services.
11. The Owner must store within Lot any debris generated in the course of the works pending removal from site. The Owner may not use or allow disposal by trades of any debris into any garbage or recycling receptacle provided by the Owners Corporation for the use exclusively of Residents nor any Retail Tenant garbage or recycling receptacle in the loading dock. 
12. The Owner must ensure that all contractors and tradesmen involved in the works comply strictly with any landfill and recycling conditions affecting the Owners Corporation and that they remove from the parcel at the end of work each day their personal waste, unless disposed of in accordance with those conditions. 
13. Should the passenger lift be used for materials, it is the Owners responsibility to:                                                                                           a. Ensure that adequate notice is given to Building Manager to erect protection  and that they are in place on the day and                                                        b. That lift weight limit is not exceeded on any occasion by trades during renovation and that                                                                                        c.  Any repairs costs required arising to any part of passenger lift as a result of renovation is the Owners sole responsibility.
14. Works can take place between 07:00 and 17:00 weekdays, 09:00 and 15:00 Saturdays with no works on Sundays or Public Holidays to be undertaken.

The Owner must ensure all tools, equipment, debris and materials are removed from the common property and surroundings, and they be left in a clean, tidy, well-ordered condition; and                                                          b. The Owner must repair promptly any damage caused or contributed by the works, including damage to the property of the Owners Corporation and the property of the Owner or occupier of another Lot in the Strata Scheme. 
A copy of acceptance is to be signed and returned to this office by the Owner of the Lot concerned, acknowledging agreement to comply with all the terms and conditions as set out before the commencement of any renovation works.
